The Data
Protection Commission (DPC) invites you to use the day to raise your awareness on privacy and data
protection, to empower YOU to exercise your rights to privacy and data protection under the Data
Protection Act, 2012 (Act 843). Make this the day you take your power back. Here are some tips to help you
protect your personal information and exercise your rights under the Act 843

& Askquestions when your personal information is requested.

& Besureyou know and understand why your information is being collected and what it will be used
for.

a Protect your personal information such as financial records, private pictures, residential address,
medical records, employment records, etc.

@ Stop the use of your personal information if you have not agreed to its use in any way.

& Avoid sharing other people’s information without their consent.

& Beware of giving out personal information to companies and individuals that are not registered with
the Commission. You can check who is registered by visiting our website.

@ Beware of online platforms requesting phone numbers, e-mail addresses or credit card information.

& Complain to the Commission when you have difficulties exercising your privacy/data protection
rights.

& Familiarise yourself with the privacy controls and policies on websites, social media, applications and
gadgets you use.

® Remember to sign out of online services or accounts when you are done.

® Avoid downloading attachments from unrecognised senders, as they are likely to contain viruses or
malicious software that may compromise your personal information.

@ Beware of websites that offer some sort of reward or prize in exchange for your contact information
or other personal details.

& Create different passwords for multiple accounts and change passwords regularly to protect your
information.

& Always use an automatic lock feature so that a password is required to access information on your
electronic devices.

& Be careful with the information you share on social media.

@ Avoid saving passwords in your browser. While it may make logging in more convenient, it makes it
easier for others to log into your accounts.

@ Avoid sharing your name, phone number, address or passwords with online “friends"
